Volunteers cleaning up

The Adopt a Roadside program has been operating in Victoria for over 20 years and provides a valuable service to regional communities
across Victoria. The program enables volunteers to undertake a community activity such as litter collection or revegetation of the
roadside and the activities provide participants with a sense of community pride.

KABV manages the program on behalf of VicRoads providing safety training, coordinating safety equipment to the groups as well as
aranging permission from VicRoads for each group to work on the road. There are currently 111 active groups and six of these groups
Joined in 2012.

Currently the groups cover 515km of Victoria's roads and collectively remove approximately 62 tonnes of rubbish from these sites each
year. A small number of groups also undertake revegetation work.

During the year over 870 volunteers involved in the program donated about 6,300 hours to the program.
